Apply glue with a Q-tip to the inside of the body tube 2 1/2"
from the end. Use a used engine (nof included) to push the
engine block so it meets the giue. Push the engine block
until 1/4" of the engine is sfill showing, and then quickly pult
the engine out.

Cut and sand the balsa with fine sandpaper.
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Cut out the fin
placement
template and wrap
it around the tube.
Use a pencil and mark
the fin and lauch lug
locations.
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Glue on the fins with one at a time with white glue.
Wait for each fin to dry before applying the next fin..




This is how the end view should look.

Glue the launch lug 4" from the end
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A. Cut out the shock cord mount & apply glue to section 1.
Lay the end of the shock cord into the glue.

B. Fold section 1 at fold line and squeeze with your fingers.

C. Apply glue to the back of section 1 and fold to section 3. Put
complete assembly under a heavy object.
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Glue the shock cord
mount inside the front
of the body tube 1" from
the end. Hold the mount until
it dries.
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Insert the screw eye intfo the nose cone.
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Tie the end of the shock cord to the screw eye.
Tape the end of the shroud line 1o the streamer
and tie the other end of the shroud line to the

screw eye,
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
